2011 Rules for Tri-West Youth Boys Basketball

 3rd and 4th Grade
· 10’ Goal

· Man to Man Defense Only.  May play “area” defense on under the basket throw-ins but must resume man to man at first opportunity.
· No double-teaming or trapping above the 3 point line- defender may step out on a ball screen or cover to help on a drive and rotate, and help side defense is OK.

· Free Throw line will be adjusted to the ability of the boys – some of the smaller players will be allowed to move closer, all players are allowed to jump over the line with their momentum, but if they do they cannot chase/rebound the ball

· Score out rule of 16 points per game – can go over if at 15 and hit a 2 or 3 point shot (Player can remain in game and play and score from Free Throws only).  Any score out player(s) may return to scoring in overtime periods.

· Overtime Period is 1 minute, after 2 overtimes, sudden Death

· 2 Time-Outs per Game – 1 Thirty Second Total in ALL Overtime Period(s).  Teams with zero time outs at start of first OT, are awarded 1 Thirty Second Time Out for all OT Periods.
· 6 minute quarters – 3 minute half-time – 5 minutes between games

· Both teams are responsible for having a Score Keeper and the HOME team will need to provide a scoreboard operator as well.

· Every player must play at least 2 ½ quarters – substitute at the mid-quarter mark if at all possible and have kids play in at least ½ quarter intervals (subject to available players).

· No Press during regular season or tourney. 
· IHSAA Rules apply to all other areas not covered

2nd Grade
Same rules as above with the following exceptions:

9’ goal

5th and 6th Grade
Same rules as above with the following exceptions:

· 10’ Goal

· Regular Free Throws for all players
· Score out rule of 20 points per game – can go over if at 19 and hit a 2 or 3 point shot (Player can remain in game and play and score from Free Throws only).  Any score out player(s) may return to scoring in overtime periods.
· Can press the last two minutes of the game and OT only. You can press regardless of score. (Sportsmanship common sense). 
Common Sense / Courtesy Rules

· Let’s not have our best player guard whoever brings it up so they can steal the ball.

· Each player must sit out during a game. Please be smart and fair – don’t play your “star” the whole game – it only causes problems, and it is too hard to keep track of who sat out and how long unless you’re the opposing teams parents!  
· I know as coaches we sometimes get “intense” and we are all very competitive, that is partly why we coach.  Please remember the impression you leave on these young minds when we, as coaches, loose our cool, our patience or our understanding! 

· In a perfect world, these games would all be decided in overtime by one point.  I know that won’t happen even with all the work we put in to try to keep the teams evenly matched, so please remember how it feels to get blown out of the gym, and remember, especially when your team gets ahead!
· Do not press if your team is winning with ease. The spirit of the rule is competition and skill development. It is not to embarrass the opposing team. 

Housekeeping / Misc

· Our housekeeping concern is the issue of players, coaches, and spectators entering other areas of the schools during both practices and games.  Remember, we are in the schools with their permission so please be sure everyone respects the facilities and remind all your parents, and they in turn should remind grandparents and other spectators to be aware of their children because if they enter other areas of the schools, they may set off security alarms and we risk not being allowed to continue to utilize the facilities.  Please be sure everyone remains in the gymnasium at all times.  Children may not wander or play in the halls.  If they are there they need to be in the gym and under supervision.
· One final note of THANKS for all your hard work and volunteering time to coach, as well as for volunteering, because you may not hear that thanks from anyone else, but I hope you do!
